During the school year, our recreation staff members
oversee an after-school drop-in recreation program

at Whittier Elementary schools. 
Participants learn a variety of games and crafts

while also receiving help with homework!

What ages can participate?
1st-5th graders.

When does the program occur?
The program is offered Monday-Friday,

during the entire school year. (Closed
during holiday breaks.)

What are the hours?
Programming occurs from school dismissal

until 5:30pm.

How much does it cost?
The cost is $75 for the entire school year for

each participant.
Are there attendance requirements?

No! Participants can attend as frequently
as needed.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS



“What does a typical day look like at School Year WYN Club?”
Daily programming is traditionally broken into flexible rotations of
dedicated homework time, various crafts, games, sports and more!
Staff members lead various activities daily and adjust weekly programming
based on monthly themes and participant feedback.
View activity calendar from previous or current year for examples!

"Are lunch and snacks provided?" 
At certain sites, the school district may have an existing partnership to
provide a district sponsored supper program. This varies each year and can
be confirmed at the beginning of each school year.
If staying for an extended period, please bring extra snacks.

"Is this program indoors? What happens when the weather is poor?"
School Year WYN Club is an outdoor recreation program hosted at various
school sites. Staff members work with each school administration to secure
indoor spaces when available.
Resources and facilities fluctuate based on the provided accommodations
from each school. (Cafeteria, library, classroom etc.)
Staff members take precautions to keep participants safe, hydrated with
provided ice water, and activities under shade or indoors.

"Is School Year WYN Club separated from the public?"
School Year WYN Club is hosted on school campuses closed to public.
Additional organizations and after-school programs may be present.
Staff members take precautions to keep participants safe, engaged and
overseen during activities.
