The City of Whittier has officially encouraged Art in Public Places projects in the
community since 1993. The City’s Art in Public Places ordinance authorizes the allocation
of one-half of one percent of construction costs over $250,000 to be used for Art in Public
Places projects. The intent of the Art in Public Places program is to provide a collection
of nationally recognized artworks throughout the City to be of benefit to the citizens of
Whittier, those who conduct business here and anyone who visits the community. The
program is designed to give the community a variety of quality artworks, styles and themes.
Art in Public Places projects provide new employment opportunities for local and regional

artists and craft workers, enhance the aesthetic and cultural appeal of an environment,
strengthen community ownership of a public space and increase property values.
